JUSTIFICACION:

En virtud del convenio de colaboracién suscrito por la Consejeria de Educacion, el alumnado de
ESO y Bachillerato puede optar a los certificados oficiales de inglés que expide el Trinity College
London. El objetivo es mejorar la competencia lingtiistica del alumnado en inglés. El convenio
permite que el alumnado de ESO y Bachillerato realice los exdmenes oficiales de Trinity College en
su centro educativo, recibiendo la certificacién oficial expedida por la Fundacién Trinity College
London, de acuerdo con el Marco Comun Europeo de Referencia de las lenguas.

Los examenes son de caracter voluntario para el alumnado y se realizan bajo la supervision y
direccion de Trinity College. Las pruebas evaldan las 5 destrezas: comprension y expresion oral,
comprensidn y expresion escrita, asi como interaccion oral.

The ISE has been designed for all English language learners, young or adult, who wish to
record their achievements in reading and writing as well as in speaking and listening. ISE
brings the assessment of language skills into the era of computer-assisted writing. It offers
candidates the opportunity to word-process part of their assessed work. It provides
candidates and their teachers with a contemporary learner-centred examination in tune with
the learner-centred classroom and with global trends in the use of English. The ISE
examinations can be taken at a local centre, usually at the candidate's own place of learning.
Every examination includes a one-to-one interview with a highly-qualified UK-based
examiner. Feedback on performance in the interview is immediate, and final results and
certificates are issued by Trinity College London.

What are the key ingredients for a successful exam? As
teachers and educators, we are always interested in
how we can help our students perform to the best of
their abilities. This training workshop is based on years
observing the most successful strategies employed by
candidates. The training programme will provide
| teachers new to Trinity College London's ISE
examinations with a general overview of the exam,
